Draft a respectful and concise message for this purpose.



Analyze and Select Top 5 Job Descriptions (Deadline: [Date within 1 week from completing Task 3]): Focus on identifying job descriptions within your preferred companies that align with your skills and career goals. Pay special attention to the key skills and requirements mentioned, as they will guide you in tailoring your applications.



Network and Seek Advice (Deadline: Ongoing, starting immediately and continuing throughout your job search): Actively engage with your professional network, including attending industry events, webinars, or workshops, and utilizing platforms like LinkedIn to connect with professionals and alumni. This continuous networking effort can provide invaluable advice, insights, and potential job leads.
