		What is the specific scholarly or community needs: The specific scholarly need is the purchase of a digital textile fabric printer. The printer cost is $16,000. The securing of this equipment clearly aligns with two of the eight guiding principles outlined by Chancellor Steinmetz: promoting innovation in teaching and learning and building a collaborative and innovative campus. Fabric printing is an innovation that will easily be integrated into existing courses in both the AMPD and ACOM disciplines. 

		How does your proposed project or program assess: Use of the printer in courses and labs lends itself to experiential teaching and learning methodologies favored by faculty in the Bumpers College. In addition, this unique partnership between Apparel Merchandising and Product Development faculty and Agricultural Communications faculty appears to be a perfect example of how the UA campus can become more collaborative and innovative.

		Describe any unique and/or innovatice aspects: Dr. Miller directs the Agricultural Communications Experiential Learning Laboratory (ELL) which employs about 10 students per year in a practical learning environment. Dr. Miller's ELL service center has provided dozens of local small businesses and on-campus entities with creative communications work since 2012. Student workers in the ELL have been hired into professional positions and graduate assistantships as a direct result of their ability to impress clients with their creative communications skills and their ability to communicate clearly about scientific topics. Dr. Miller and his ACOM colleagues have been recognized numerous times locally and nationally for their innovative teaching efforts, which are grounded in experiential learning. Dr. Miller also has authored several journal articles and conference papers focused on experiential learning methodology.

Projects in both AMPD and ACOM will include assessment plans comprising of quasi-experimental pre and post self-efficacy surveys measuring students’ perceptions of their own skill development as a result of using the new equipment in AECT and AMPD laboratories. Pedagogical research and evaluation on integrating industry-standard technologies into post-secondary curriculum is typically valued in academe, and the results of this evaluation will be publishable in an academic journal devoted to college teaching.

		Program Summary: Funding will be used to support the purchase of a Digital Fabric Printer for use in lecture courses, in experiential learning laboratories, and in pedagogical research. Agricultural Communications (AECT) and Apparel Merchandising and Product Development (AMPD) appear to be very distant disciplines; however, the two programs have a close relationship within the Bumpers College.  AMPD students acquire many of their design software skills in AGED 4243, Graphic Design in AFLS. The printer will be integrated into this course as well as into AGED 4143, Electronic Communications in Agriculture. In addition, AMPD 4033, Computer Aided Textile Design utilizes industry-based software, with which students design graphics for woven and knit fabrics. However, there is currently no resource for students to print their work and experience best fabric printing practices for industry. By securing a digital textile printer, students will gain experience in determining fabrications that are best suited for textile graphics. In addition, AMPD 4063 Advanced Apparel Production students will benefit by the ability to print original fabrics for their designs. The printer will provide opportunities for practical experience and will be used to develop creative designs and layouts for unique signage media used in marketing communications and research dissemination in both disciplines.

		Please list up to five(5) expected outputs and outcomes: The deliverables for these projects include, but are not limited to formal reports to concerned entities; presentations at national and international conferences on teaching and technology, and academic manuscripts for publication. The digital textile printer also presents opportunities for research on developing visual designs that work best for various materials. Presentations and manuscripts related to this type of research problem are also expected outcomes. Graduate student and honors undergraduate student thesis projects could be developed from acquiring the digital textile printer as well.
