The purpose of this Women's Giving Circle funding proposal is to support a play
therapy school-based prevention program for children at risk. Primary Project is a
national evidence-based program that helps children in pre-kindergarten through third
grade adjust to school, gain confidence, social skills, and focus on learning. Through
play, Primary Project addresses children’s school adjustment difficulties and increases
their chances for academic and overall success. Weekly play therapy sessions would
be provided to children that qualify by graduate counseling student interns trained in
play therapy and supervised by a nationally certified supervisor on site. Because play is
closely linked to many critical areas of development, including cognition, social and
emotion regulation and language abilities (Vandenberg, 1986; Roopnarine & Johnson,
1994), this program would include a collaborative component with undergraduate
speech-language pathology students implementing services for those students
qualifying for both play therapy and speech/language services. The current proposal
requests funding to implement this program, beginning Fall 2018, at Turnbow
Elementary School in Springdale. This program offers University of Arkansas students
in the fields of counselor education and speech-language pathology the opportunity to
both understand the importance of play and participate in the application of
transdisciplinary therapy.

Schools, UofA Office of Play Therapy, and the Provost’s Office. This funding
equipped two play therapy rooms and purchased the assessment protocols for a
small group of students for one year. Benefits thus far have included higher
attendance and higher scores on task orientation, behavior control, peer social skills,
and assertiveness. If this project is funded, speech and language skills would also be
assessed, and undergraduates would have the opportunity to participate in the
project.

The innovative aspect of this program is the opportunity to meet a community need
while simultaneously offering interdisciplinary training for undergraduate and graduate
level students. Turnbow Elementary has significant challenges hindering student
learning and creating challenges for teachers, counselors, and administration. This
research model would allow for speech-language and play therapy interns to learn
about the collaborative efforts that are considered best practice for their professions.
They would work with teachers, the school counselor, the school speech-language
pathologist, and other professionals to assist students in the classroom and in meeting
their speech, language, academic and mental health goals.

3. academic achievement through Benchmark Assessment System Literacy data and
quarterly grades.

4. meeting speech/language goals as evaluated by student Individual Education Plans
and teacher interviews.

5. This research project will also measure the impact of this interdisciplinary
experience on undergraduate speech/language students and graduate level play
therapy students through qualitative inquiry to evaluate the lived experience of
engaging in this shared collaboration model.

The purpose of this Women's Giving Circle funding proposal is to support a play therapy school-based prevention program for children at risk.  Primary Project is a national evidence-based program that helps children in pre-kindergarten through third grade adjust to school, gain confidence, social skills, and focus on learning. Through play, Primary Project addresses children’s school adjustment difficulties and increases their chances for academic and overall success.  Weekly play therapy sessions would be provided to children that qualify by graduate counseling student interns trained in play therapy and supervised by a nationally certified supervisor on site. Because play is closely linked to many critical areas of development, including cognition, social and emotion regulation and language abilities (Vandenberg, 1986; Roopnarine & Johnson, 1994), this program would include a collaborative component with undergraduate speech-language pathology students implementing services for those students qualifying for both play therapy and speech/language services. The current proposal requests funding to implement this program, beginning Fall 2018, at Turnbow Elementary School in Springdale. This program offers University of Arkansas students in the fields of counselor education and speech-language pathology the opportunity to both understand the importance of play and participate in the application of transdisciplinary therapy.
