The New York City Fire Museum houses one of the world's most comprehensive collections of fire-related art and artifacts from the 18th century to the present, including beautifully preserved hand- and horse-drawn apparatus, motorized apparatus, toys and models, fire engine lamps, presentation silver, oil paintings, prints, photographs, fire marks and folk art.  The collection consists of more than 10,000 artifacts - ranging from items as small as lapel pins to full-size motorized apparatus.

 

The Museum is currently documenting, photographing and cataloging its entire collection. Several interns are needed for this project, which will continue through 2018.

*Data collection, verification, organization and entry
*Transcribing historic documents
* Assisting with exhibit labeling and display
